If the 3 pumps are 8A each plus a blower is used, then switch A5 can definintely be turned OFF. Between 8A and 9A, it depends on whether a circ pump is being used and
whether A/V is being used whether DIP switch A5 needs to be ON or can be turned OFF.

Ie, you have to add up the amperages of all the 230V equipment (including the circ pump if any, the ozone if any, and A/V if any) and make sure it is no more than 32A if you
want to turn DIP switch A5 OFF.
